"Unlimited traffic, 512 kbit/s" Model. Access
speed — 512 kbit/s or higher. Fixed price with no
traffic cost. Tariff differentiation for legal and
natural persons. If the operator has no tariff for
512 kbit/s access, the closest offered speed is
chosen as standard for this category.

"Unlimited traffic, 1 Mbit/s" Model. Access
speed — 1 Mbit/s or higher. Fixed price with no
traffic cost. Tariff differentiation for legal and
natural persons. If the operator has no tariff for 1
Mbit/s access, the closest offered speed is
chosen as standard for this category.

"Unlimited speed, 0.5Gb traffic" Model. Any
access speed, but not lower than 512 kbit/s.
Prepaid traffic of 0.5 Gb, additional payment for
exceeding prepaid traffic. Tariffs only for natural
persons, as no operator from the ones selected
for comparison uses fur tariff plans for legal
persons. If the operator has no tariff for this
prepaid traffic amount, the closest offered traffic
amount is chosen as standard for this category.
